1.2 About This Chapter

X-Wndows is a tool designed to help enhance the usability of the overall
appl i cation processing environment. X-Wndows provides facilities that
can help you work with existing application prograns as well as design and
i npl emrent new applications.

X-Wndows permts nultiple application processes to operate within

mul tiple windows displayed on a virtual terminal. You can manage w ndows
directly or with application prograns. You can hide wi ndows partially or
conmpletely. You can al so update partially hidden and conpl etely hidden
W ndows.

Each wi ndow can have a specific character set (font) associated with it.
Additionally, each wi ndow can have its own keyboard mapping. This
capability permits character sets available on the IBMRT, PS/ 2, or the
S/ 370 systens (with sone exceptions) to be connected to a specific w ndow.
Keyboard mappi ng coupled with the capability to access all system
characters provides National Language Support (NLS).

X- W ndows provides many popul ar wi ndow rmanagenent functions, including
openi ng, noving, resizing, or circulating a wi ndow.

X- W ndows provides the capability to manage | ocal and renote displ ays.
Renot e di spl ay nanagenent can be acconplished with other RT, PS/ 2, and
S/ 370 systens connected through TCP/ I P.

X-Wndows al so provides a library of C |anguage functions and macros and
FORTRAN functions and subroutines to interface clients with servers.

inturn. If you think of windows as being stacked on top of each other,
t hen i magi ne when you circul ate wi ndows, the |owest one is raised to the
top. If a window covers a |large area of the display, there may be w ndows

that you cannot see until you circulate them To circul ate anpong the
w ndows, use the foll owi ng steps:

If you omit command, the specified default value is used for all
appropriate X-Wndows commands. d obal defaults nust appear in the file
bef ore any specific command defaults.

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2.3.2 Geonetry Specification

Most conmmands accept a geonetry specification, which defines the size and
t he pl acement of w ndows on the screen.

You specify the width and hei ght as the nunber of characters for text
prograns, and usually as pixels for graphics prograns. The offsets Xoff
and Yoff are specified as pixels.

If you do not specify an offset, you must use a nouse to position a
wi ndow. If you specify a size and an offset, a window is automatically
si zed and positioned when the program begins.

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2. 3.3 Keyboard Specification

You can change the standard keyboard | ayout or the default val ues of the
keymap and function keys. Sone prograns search for and use the . Xkeymap
file in the home directory of the user for setting up key and function key
i nput resol ution.

The . Xkeymap file is produced by the keyconp program (keyconp is an
abbreviation for keymap conpiler). .Xkeymap is the file used to translate
keystrokes into character strings.

Many prograns performthe translation process by calling the library
routine XLookupMapping. This routine searches for the keymap table in the
foll ow ng order:

1. $XDI R .Xkeynmap (programdirectory)
2. $HOVE/ . Xkeymap (hone directory)
3. [usr/lpp/X11l/ defaul ts/.Xkeymap (systemdirectory).

Dependi ng on what combi nations of the Shift, Lock, Crl, At, and At
Graphi c keys you use, each key can have up to 32 different interpretations
or bindings. (The Alt Gaphic keys are only on non-US keyboards.) Wth US
Engl i sh keyboard mappi ng, for exanple, pressing A produces an A (an
uppercase A) when Shift or Lock is down, an octal 001 when Cirl is down,
and an a (a | owercase a) when no other key is down.

For nore information on keyboard mappi ng, see "Keyboard Mapping” in
topic 3.6. For nore information on custom zing the . Xkeymap file, see

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2.3.4 Col or Specification

Many prograns allow you to specify colors for things such as the text or
the screen background. A color specification can be given as either a
col or nane (such as blue) or as a string of three hexadecimal values wth
each val ue specifying the intensity of the red, green, or blue color
component s.

The col or names are defined in the /usr/lpp/X11/rgb/rgb.txt file. The
following is a list of some of the colors defined in the file:

Movi ng the nouse cursor off of the initial |ine cancels
the selection. |If there is no text beyond the initial
cursor point, aixtermsounds the bell, indicating an
error.

By cutting and pasting pieces of text without trailing new lines, you can
take text fromseveral places in different term nal wi ndows and forma
conmand to the shell, for exanple, or take output froma program and
insert it into your favorite editor running in a termnal w ndow. The cut
buffer is globally shared anong different termnal w ndows. The term na
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emul ator treats the cut buffer like a text file, in that the text is
delimted by new |ines.
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2.5.2 Menu Usage

This nenu can al so be activated by
pressing the right nouse button while the nouse cursor is in the title
bar .

The Scrol | bar nmenu pops up when both nouse buttons are pressed at once (or
the mddle button is pressed on a three-button nouse) while the nouse
cursor is on the scroll bar. This nmenu allows several nodes particular to
the scroll bar to be set.
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2.5.3 Scroll bar

The ai xterm command supports an optional scroll bar conposed of a scrol
button displayed at the top of the scroll bar and a scroll region at the
bottom The scroll bar is hidden until its display is requested.

The scroll region displays the position and anount of text currently
showing in the window (highlighted) relative to the ambunt of text
actually saved in the scrolling buffer. As nore text is saved in the
scrolling buffer, the size of the highlighted area decreases. i cking
either the left or right button while the nouse cursor is in the scroll
region positions the top of the display w ndow at the nouse cursor.

The scroll button causes the window to scroll up and down within the saved
text. dicking the |eft button noves the w ndow position up (the text
scroll's downward), while clicking the right button noves the w ndow
position down (the text scrolls upward). The amount of scrolling is

nmodi fied by the Shift and rl keys. |If neither key is pressed, the

w ndow scrolls a single line at a tine. Pressing the Shift key causes the
text to scroll a full window at a tine, mnus one line.

To change X-Wndows defaults, first create a file naned . Xdefaults in your
hone directory. Using this file, you can specify global defaults for

X-W ndows or defaults for one X-Wndows command.

A sanple default file is in the /usr/|pp/Xll/defaults directory.
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3.3.2 Specifying d obal Defaults

Specify all global defaults before any specific command defaults. The
format of a global default specification is:

keywor d: val ue

For exanple, to set the default wi ndow border to 2 pixels w de, put the
following line in your .Xdefaults file:

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3.3.3 Specifying Defaults for A Command
The format of a default specification for one command is:
command. keywor d: val ue

For example, if you always want new ai xterm w ndows to display in reverse
video, put the following line in your .Xdefaults file:

1. Edit the /etc/master file.

3. Mdify the maxminor attribute in the uptc and upts stanzas.
4. Edit the /etc/ddi/pty file.

5. Add an entry for each additional pty.

The additional pty entries should be entered after the dptyl5 entry.
Each pty entry should consist of two |ines:

O The first line should contain dptyN, where N is the nunber of the
pty, for exanple, dptyl6
O The second line should be |eft blank.

6. Re-build and install the kernel.

Each pty uses sonme kernel nmenory. O her system paraneters should be tuned
to reflect any additional ptys. Each pty inplies at |east two processes
in use: one (the master) for the controller and one for the slave.

As you increase the nunber of ptys, you should al so increase the nunber of
charlists. Each charlist (or cblock) has space for 64 characters. Try to
have a m ni mum of three or four charlists for each pty to be in use at the
same tine. For ptys that are heavily used, increasing the number of
charlists may inprove performance.

Note: It is possible to run out of charlists and hang the system

If an X Server is hidden by another virtual termi nal, there nmay be
processes (such as aixterm witing to that server. |f the sockets to the
server fill up, the ptys may fill up on the slave-to-master path and use
all the charlists. To resolve this, hot-key to the X Server, allowing its
di splay to appear, thus freeing charlists.

To avoid running out of charlists, provide enough charlists so that

ai xterm sl ave processes can bl ock on output w thout using up all the free
charlists. This means you shoul d provide approximately five additiona
charlists (about 300 characters) for each pty.

The charlists are defined by the charlists attribute in the sysparns
stanza of the /etc/master file.
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3.7.1.2 System pty Custom zation

Each device is declared in a stanza of /etc/system Use the devices
conmand to add devices to the system The devi ces command adds devices to
the configuration files and nakes a special device node in /dev. Many
prograns ot her than X-Wndows use ptys. Most of the other prograns
require the use of a getty that supports login. You may have nore ptys in
t he kernel than you have defined by devices. Odinarily, you should not
use devices to create nore than 64 ptys.
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3.7.2 Processes

The maxi mum nunber of processes is defined by the procs attribute in the
sysparns stanza of the /etc/nmaster file. |Increase this paraneter if you
are using X-Wndows intensively.

To change the nunber of processes:

1. Edit the /etc/master file.

2. Change the procs attribute in the sysparns stanza.

3. Rebuild and install the kernel.

Once you increase the nunber of processes to about 100, you need to
i ncrease sonme additional paraneters. These paraneters are:

charlists nunber of clists for tty subsystem
filetab nunber of files the system can have open at once
i nodet ab nunber of inodes the system can have open at once.

The filetab and i nodetab should be the sane.
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3.7.3 X Server mall oc Space

The X Server does a malloc to get space for the various objects it creates
and mani pulates. If the ulimt size is too |low, the server may run out of
space.

Use the sh ulimt command to increase the ulimt size. (This optionis
supported on the RT only.) For nore information, see Al X Operating System
Conmands Ref erence.

Starting X-Wndows client progranms on the renote systemafter logging in
to that systemallows you to work with prograns and files stored on both
your system and the renpte systemat the sane tinme and through different
wi ndows.

di spl ay, side-by-side through different windows, a file stored on your own
system and another file stored on the renote system You can also edit a
file or run a program on one systemthrough one wi ndow while you run

anot her program on anot her system through another w ndow.

In summary, X-Wndows all ows you to have i mredi ate access to both your own
computer systemand to the processing power, progranms, and files stored on
a renote system
