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Chapter 1. Overview

The ULTRA SCSI Hot-Swap Disk Drives are 3.5" slim-high drives that support fast
and wide SCSI synchronous data transfer rates up to 40MB per second. The
hot-swap carrier is used in systems in which disk drives can be removed or inserted

without turning off the system unit.

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Chapter 2. Adding a Hot-Swap Disk Drive

This chapter describes how to add a disk to your system unit without turning the
system unit off. The ULTRA SCSI Hot-Swap Disk Drive is supported on several
operating systems. Instructions for configuring the drive on an AIX system are
provided in this chapter. If you use another operating system, refer to your operating
system documentation for information about configuring a hot-swap disk.

Installing the Drive

To install the drive:

1. Install the ULTRA SCSI Hot-Swap Disk Drive in your system unit according
to the installation procedures provided in your system unit documentation.

Note: The SCSI address for the drive is automatically set when the drive is
installed in your system. Do not attempt to set the SCSI address for the
drive using jumpers.

2. Before installing the disk drive ensure that the locking lever is in the unlocked
position. (Refer to the following illustration.)

3. Install the disk drive.

4. Rotate the locking lever on the drive 90° counter-clockwise to lock the drive
in place. The solid green status light should be on. If the green status light
is blinking, there is a problem with the drive and you should contact your
service representative for assistance.

The drive's solid green LED is on.

There are no loose jumpers or cables on the hot-swap carrier.

If the problem still exists, run diagnostics.
