We can no longer legally send or allow downloading of DOS bootable flexes, (Microsoft denies licensing) so DOS was removed from all flex images.

Microsoft allows passing DOS *only* if on flexes copied through certified MS duplicators, Such as IPP (Information Products and Publishing).
**If you are downloading any of the Y2K files, see below.  The procedure is

different and easier.

We are sorry for the inconvenience, but we had no choice in this matter.  We have provided .bat files that are downloaded with the file you are getting to assist you in creating a DOS’ed diskette.  But you will need to have an old SUS Flash diskette or Reference diskette so that DOS can be used from it, and the new image is copied over this old diskette.  DOS 3.3 seems to be the main version used, as it will fit on the diskette.  If you attempt to try to make one yourself with a newer version of DOS, chance’s are it will not work and we will not support it.

Basically what the .bat file does is creates a temporary directory, copies the new disk files to it, then you insert the old diskette, the program will copy the necessary DOS files from the old diskette to the temporary directory, delete everything off the old diskette and then copy everything from the temporary directory to the diskette and remove the temporary directory.  You will then have a bootable diskette.

We have provided executable files that are downloaded with the file you are getting to assist you in creating a DOS’ed diskette.  But you will need to have an old SUS Flash diskette or Reference diskette so that DOS can be used from it, and the new image is copied over this old diskette.  DOS 3.3 seems to be the main version used, as it will fit on the diskette.  If you attempt to try to make one yourself with a newer version of DOS, chance’s are it will not work and we will not support it.
