Microsoft Windows NT 4.0 Release Candidate 1 (RC1)


Setup Fix For NCR Servers


This fix should be applied for all NCR 34xx, 35xx and 4100 systems that will be upgraded to Microsoft NT 4.0 RC1.

Background on Problem:


NCR and Microsoft have discovered a problem in NT Setup for NT4.0 RC1 which causes NT to fail setup on certain NCR systems. This document contains instructions for working around the setup problem.  Please follow the instructions and if you run into problems contact the NCR NT Global Support Center at 1-800-GOWINNT for assistance.





Steps for installing NT 4.0 RC1 on NCR 34xx, 35xx and 4100 machines.


Download the file ncrnt40.exe from one of the following locations:


via the WWW from http://www.ncr.com/support/nt/nt40.htm


via dial-up from the BBS at 1-803-939-8702 or 1-800-MYATTPC


and run it in an empty subdirectory using the following syntax (case sensitive): 


ncrnt40.exe -sRC1 (file will expand into SetupLdr.bin, $LDR$, and  Setupdd.sys).


Below describes two ways of upgrading or installing Microsoft Windows NT 4.0 RC1, one without using the floppy diskettes and using them (go to the section you are using).


<Option 1> Floppyless Upgrade: (if you are using floppy install go to Option 2)


Run winnt32 /x /b from the CD.


The files should be copied to your harddrive and the setup process gives you the following message and you should select Exit to Windows NT.

Go to the root of your boot drive and remove the read only flag from the file $LDR$ by either using File Manager and viewing properties, or from a command line change directories to your root boot drive and run the following command: attrib -r $LDR$


Copy the downloaded (new) $LDR$ file over the old $LDR$ file in the root.  


Now reboot (shut down and restart) and the machine will proceed with standard setup.





<Option 2> Floppy Install:


Copy the downloaded file Setupldr.bin to NT 4.0 Setup Disk #1 replacing the previous version.


Copy the downloaded file Setupdd.sys to NT 4.0 Setup Disk #2 replacing the previous version.


Start Setup and use the updated disks and proceed with standard setup.
