The XGrabDeviceKeyequest establishes a passive grab. In the future, the device is actively grabbed
(as for XGrabDevice the last-device-grab time is set to the time at which the Key was pressed (as
transmitted in the DeviceKeyPressvent), and theDeviceKeyPressvent is reported if all of the follow-
ing conditions are true:

° The device is not grabbed, and the specified key is logically pressed when the specified modifier keys
are logically down, and no other keys or modifier keys are logically down.

. The grab_window is an ancestor (or is) the focus window OR the grab window is a descendant of the
focus window and contains the device.

° The confine_to window (if any) is viewable.

. A passive grab on the same key/modifier combination does not exist on any ancestor of
grab_window.
